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Activity 1.1
 

Grab a sheet of paper and fold it into quarters. Label each quarter with Infants, Toddlers, Preschoolers, and School Age Kids. 
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Next, think of four children you know who you can use as your example-child when you think of each age category. Write their names right under the label in each quarter. For example, if your nephew is two years old, you might write his name in the Toddler quarter and think of him as an example of toddlers.

 

(Remember that infants typically are aged birth to 12 months, toddlers are between 1 year and 2 years, preschoolers include children ages three and four, and school-age kids include children in kindergarten and elementary school.)

 

Now, in each quarter, write in abilities and behaviors that are typical of children in the four age categories. Think of your example-children and the things they can do. Write small and include as much as you can think of.
