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Activity 4.3
“Hey, what happened?”
Notice a health or safety incident involving a small child (a mild one is fine – no need to hope for an ambulance call!) and just see if you can figure out how it happened and how it could be prevented next time.

This could be anything from something-in-the-baby’s-mouth to falling off the end of a slide. 

Three parts: 1) Describe the incident, including the age of the child, and then 2) tell what you think led up to this and 3) what an adult could do to prevent this in the future.
