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Activity 4.4
Counting Clean
Keep track of cleanliness during a whole day in a child care center or preschool or just over an hour or two. Tally the number of times adults and children wash their hands and indicate the reason why (after toileting, after coming in from outside, etc.). Notice moments when you think an adult or child should have washed but didn’t and indicate why you think washing might have been skipped.

While you do that, look around. What is the general level of cleanliness? How much effort does it take to keep the classroom clean?
